The problems in the world financial markets are starting to affect the relocation project requiring the Board to protect our 

position and invoice members for their annual fees. The details are contained in the News Release of 21 December 08 and are 

repeated in this newsletter by the Director Relocation. 

While the financial impact on B & B is uncertain the approval process for the project is proceeding and remains on track for 

April 2011. State and Local Governments are processing the approvals with some decisions expected in December. 

Questions have often been asked by members about the Board having some sort of secret agenda. The Board operates to the 

best of its ability to share information with members to the maximum extent possible. Naturally, some matters are commer-

cial and in confidence. 

The slow decline in the fortunes of B & B is a case in point. While we all read the papers for our daily bad news items, the 

discussions we have with people inside the B & B organisation are often quite different. It would be pointless for the Board to 

respond to every news item and would only inflame the situation. Meanwhile we continue to work together in the best inter-

ests of our club. 

Members are well aware the course was in very poor condition by the end of the last two winters. We are advised that this 

was due to abnormal wet and cold weather and the effect this had on our warm weather grass. Rod Smith, Director responsi-

ble for the course, is developing a strategy to protect the various areas of the course and to encourage stronger winter grass 

growth.  

Captain Mick Woods has been very active and keen to address a number of areas of concern. In particular, cheating has be-

come a major issue.  If a player in your group is cheating you are obligated to draw it to the playerõs attention. If corrective 

action is not immediately taken, you should not sign the card and report the issue  to the match committee.  

Our caterers, Jeff and Kate, will be leaving at the end of December. Club catering is not easy and Jeff and Kate acknowledge 

that at first they did not meet member expectations. We wish them well and thank them for their time with us. The Board has 

interviewed a new caterer who will be available to start in January 2009. The Board is considering a range of initiatives to 

encourage members to make greater use of the dining facilities. We cannot maintain a quality catering service without your 

support.

NEW SITE  

A better view of the New Site can now be gained when travelling in both directions along the newly opened  

Maroochydore Road. We suggest Members inspect the new site from this vantage point. When travelling east 

the large mound of dirt on the site is about half way along what we presently call the South Course whilst the 

clubhouse site is in the area past Eudlo Flats Road (formerly Ti Tree Road). 

The next few weeks will be vital to the New Site project. As we understand it all issues have now been ad-

dressed and we await the Council staff report to Council and hopefully a positive response from Council.  

Two issues have been paramount over the past weeks. The first was an issue raised by the Department of 

Natural Resources with regard to our plan to cut through a very small part of remnant vegetation in order to 

get from Eudlo Flats Road to the clubhouse and superintendants compound. Department officers were re-

quired to reject this plan by statutory requirements notwithstanding that they agreed it was a better solution 

than that which was ultimately found which was to run the entrance roads along the boundary fence (clearing 

of which is permitted as a fire break which the current owner has done). DNRW has now withdrawn their 

objection which means that all statutory bodies have òticked offó on the proposal. 

The new site is òruraló under the South East Qld Regional Plan and as such the maximum building size is 500 

square metres. Both the State and Council recognize that that size is clearly insufficient for a clubhouse and a 

solution needs to be found. The matter has been discussed over the past year with both State and Council in 

order to find such a solution. The State will now be amending the Regional Plan in early December (we hope) 

and will be removing the 500 sqm restriction. However it is likely that the initial approval which Council may 

give will indicate a 500sqm plan. We will then apply to have that amended after the new Regional Plan is   

gazetted. 

Whilst all this has been happening our course consultants have been refining design work and negotiations 

with possible contractors has been ongoing in order to firm up project budgets.  

EXISTING SITE  

Both State and Council have been working on final designs for the Maroochydore CBD (PAC) including of 

course our site. Council staff have been briefing Councilors and together with Councilors visiting other devel-

opments of a similar type both in Queensland and interstate.  

We remain hopeful that they will provide us with a sufficiently firm òStructure Planó (or similar) in time to 

meet our year end planning deadlines. 

BABCOCK & BROWN  

The following news release was issued to Members on Friday 21 November:- 

òAs you will no doubt be aware shares in our joint venture partner Babcock & Brown (B&B) have been placed 

in a trading halt as of yesterday. It is our understanding that this action was taken as a result of their being in 

dispute with a bank which has failed to release a deposit of a òmaterial amountó.

Included in these òstopped fundsó is the payment for our 2008/2009 Membership Fees. B&B had ear-

lier promised that, despite earlier delays, our fees would be paid by the 20 th November. We believe 

that failure is a default under our agreement.  

B&B have made public statements and ASX announcements about this situation. Those statements 

and announcements are consistent with B&Bõs communications with us that they are negotiating with 

undisclosed parties to fund or buy out their interest in our project and in other projects in Queensland 

and to find a way to pay our membership fees and other project costs. They advise that their intention 

is to deal with each project as a ògoing concernó and are thus continuing with their efforts to have the 

Council provide the relevant planning approvals on both our existing and new sites.  

B&B cannot sell their interest without the approval of the Club and of course such approval would 

not be given unless the Club was satisfied that there was no degradation in its position. Nevertheless 

we have assured B&B that we would not unreasonably stand in their way of finding us a new partner.  

In a situation that B&B (or a liquidator) was unable to find a new partner for the project the Club is 

fully protected and we believe there could be no call on our funds or property. The Club would have 

ownership of the intellectual property gained by the project including all information on the applica-

tions to Council on both sites which have both been lodged in the name of the Club. The Club would 

then itself be able to seek a new partner who would have the advantage of all the work which has 

been done to date. 

At its meeting on Thursday 20 th November the Board of the Club decided to inform those Members of 

the Club affected by B&Bõs failure to pay membership fees that it was continuing negotiations with 

B&B as required by our contract but, in the event that fee payment was not received by year end, the 

Club would have no option but to invoice members for their appropriate fees.  

Earlier this month all Board members paid their own fees so as not to become un-financial and techni-

cally unable to perform their duties. It also then resolved to allow an extension for the payment of 

membership fees for 30 days and last night extended that until 31 January 2009. The Board is also de-

veloping an installment payment plan to assist those Members adversely affected by having to fund 

their own fees. In taking this course of action the Board believes it acted in the best interest of the 

Club and its Members. 

When B&B (or its new funder or successor) pays the outstanding fees all eligible Members will have 

their fees refunded. 

The Board remains confident that despite these very difficult times and with the continued support of 

the membership, a way will be found to ensure that the project remains on track and that its goals are 

achieved. 

We will provide Members with updated information as and when we are able to and in the meantime 

we look for your continued support.ó

           Treasurers Report     Denis Manton  

Some definite patterns are emerging as we have now completed the first quarterõs 

trading, and I will address some of these in this report. We are closing in on the com-

pletion of the change from òCash accountingó to òAccrual accountingó and the finan-

cial reports are now starting to reflect the impact of these changes.   In brief, we are 

accounting on a monthly basis for Membership Fee Income; Depreciation (which has 

been allocated to the individual Business Units), Staff LSL & Annual Leave Provisions 

and Income from Investments. Thus the trading results as presented to Directors in future months will be an 

accurate description of the Clubõs financial position, both for the prior discrete month, and on a YTD basis.   

The Food & Beverage section (which incorporates the Bar, Gaming & House and Social activities) has posted 

a surplus of $31,770 for the Quarter, nearly a $20,000 improvement. However, this result covers the 48% in-

crease in the House & Social cost, which has moved from a budgeted deficit of $12,000 to one of $17,700.  It 

is to be hoped that we can encourage more participation in our Friday Membersõ Nights to increase our 

revenue from this valued initiative.  The appointment of new caterers last July, and the changes this has pro-

duced, has no doubt contributed to the reduction of just over $3,000 from our budgeted Catering position.  

The Golf Activities Section (which includes Match Fees, Visitors Green Fees, Practice facilities and the Pro-

Am) has booked a shortfall in its target surplus of $6,400. We have managed a budget surplus of $15,400 in 

General Club trading (mainly through cost saving initiatives) which, together with the Course Operation 

running at $15,000 lower than the operating Budget, has assisted the absorption of the operating losses sus-

tained elsewhere. 

We will continue to monitor major items of expenditure to see if we can affect any additional cost savings 

for the balance of the operating period. 

With regard to our Investments, there has been some impact on our previous arrangements brought on by 

the World Credit Crisis.  These are limited to three of the Investments having the former redemption of capi-

tal benefit frozen in the short to medium term. This is not of concern to us at this point of time, for we have 

no plans to use these monies. However, in order to retain access to funds should the need ever arise, we 

have instructed our Bankers to cease re-investing all interest received (when it then reverts to being capital 

and therefore not redeemable at this point of time), and to apply same to the Bendigo Bankõs own Interest 

Bearing Deposit.  This will grow this particular investment, with access remaining available to all funds in-

vested therein.   

We continue to monitor all investments on a regular basis.

    COURSE REPORT  

   During the recent harsh wet winter the course showed significant wear around  

   greens and tees.  This wear occurs in areas of high traffic use and is exacerbated  

   by members not following basic  common sense rules to reduce the problem. This 

   applies to both motorized cart and walking  members. The Board has decided to 

instigate a set of rules to minimize this wear problem next winter. The main rule change will be an exclu-

sion zone around each green to exclude ALL motorized/ride on vehicles. Members are required to stay 

OUTSIDE this zone marked by a coloured line and obey direction signs indicating the direction they can 

drive. This zone, in general will be 5 -10 meters from the putting surface. Some holes will have only one 

route to drive to the next tee (e.g. 8th, ) but most will have 2 routes. The 17th hole will be a path only hole 

for carts. Members are expected to PARK motorized carts OUSIDE THE EXCLUSION ZONE and prefera-

bly on established paths, when available, adjacent to the next tee e.g. 7th green, 8th green. New paths and 

extensions to some paths will be constructed e.g. 1st, 5th and 13th. We are discouraging members from 

parking adjacent to greens and then moving carts a few feet to the cart path at the next tee.  

Walking members are also being required to modify their behaviour. Hoops and barriers are designed to 

protect sensitive areas. Therefore members are not to drag buggies behind or park carts on these areas. To 

assist with speeding up play walking members are able to pull buggies across greens as long as they 

DONõT STOP or DRAG BUGGIES ALONG THE GROUND. This rule may not apply during wet periods 

and this would be posted on the local rules board. Courtesy would dictate that you donõt cross near the 

flag or across fellow players putting line. Members are also encouraged to use a different path when ap-

proaching the green ð not the same route each time they play. Walking across the green will make this 

easier to remember.  

Many cart members and some walking members approach too closely to the green on call up holes whilst 

other members are putting out. Please show some courtesy to your fellow members and wait a reasonable 

distance back from the green or tee until play has been completed. It has also been observed that some 

members are ignoring barrier ropes and hoops and are moving them or in one instance cutting the rope. 

Some members walk behind the ropes and park on the worn areas being protected by the barrier. These 

barriers are designed to protect damaged areas and need to be observed. Moving the ropes/hoops incurs 

a penalty as they are immovable obstructions. 

The course has also suffered from players failing to use a sand bucket to repair divots. All members are 

required to CARRY AND USE a sand bucket. This includes those members who elect to carry their clubs. 

To enforce these new rules members who breach the rules will be warned once and if they reoffend will be 

liable to penalties up to and including suspension. It is hoped that members will take these new rules on 

board to try to do more to assist with wear minimization on the course next winter.  

Recent course renovations have been completed and the course is improving rapidly. The chipping green 

will be resurfaced with grasses from the trial plot to allow players to òtest outó the new grasses. The resur-

facing of the 1st and 7th tees has been completed and some interesting differences between the grasses are 

already apparent.  

 

 

 

 



MOTORIZED CART RULES  

 

All carts to remain OUTSIDE the exclusion zone around greens at ALL TIMES. This is marked by an OR-

ANGE line. OBEY cart signs adjacent to line and DO NOT enter restricted areas. Barrier hoops/ropes 

are to protect worn areas. DO NOT drive behind these and park on bare areas. FAILURE TO COMPLY 

WILL RESULT IN PENALTIES UP TO AND INCLUDING SUSPENSION. Failure to comply by social 

players will result in removal from the course.  

PARK CARTS ON PATHS (when available) adjacent to greens or next tee and walk to green. DO NOT park 

on bare areas or grass beside paths. 

DO NOT drive through wet areas or over obviously worn areas. Do not drive over sprinkler heads or con-

trol box covers. 

After playing shot repair divot and drive to your / partners ball. Carry club in your hand and replace club 

in bag then ð this will speed play. Also be prepared to walk/drive to your ball, if close by, so you are 

ready to play while your partner is playing their shot.  

Use the LONG WAY around greens to next tee to spread wear patterns to allow walking players to use 

shorter route.  

When possible share carts to limit carts to 2 per group. 

All players to CARRY AND USE SAND BUCKETS.  

When approaching call up greens and tees show consideration for fellow players and remain a reasonable 

distance until they have finished playing.  

 

WALKING PLAYER RULES  

 

Avoid walking across worn, bare or obviously wet areas around greens and tees. 

Leave buggies on paths adjacent to greens if available. DO NOT park on worn or wet areas. 

To speed play WALK DIRECTLY ACROSS GREEN WITHOUT STOPPING OR DRAGGING BUGGY 

ALONG GROUND. Avoid crossing other players putting lines or the area around the flagstick. This 

may not be possible during wet weather. See Local Rules board for ruling in wet conditions.  

Hoops/barrier ropes are to protect worn areas. DO NOT walk behind or park buggies behind barriers.  

Vary the direction you walk when approaching / leaving greens to minimize wear.  

All players to CARRY AND USE SAND BUCKETS  

When approaching call up greens and tees please show consideration for fellow competitors and remain a 

reasonable distance until play has finished

They should not 

search for five minutes before doing so!) 

Care of the Course 

CONCLUSION: If players follow the guidelines in this section, it will make the game more enjoyable for every-

one. If a player consistently disregards these guidelines during a round or over a period of time to the detri-

ment of others, the Committee may take disciplinary action.  

In the case of a serious breach of etiquette, the Committee may disqualify a player under Rule 33-7. 

See page 10 of our Program book in the Conditions of Play which states òIn any game, the lowest marker in the 

group is deemed to be Captain of that group and is responsible for that groupõs observance of the 

Rules and Etiquette and the pace of play.ó Please respect the lowest markerõs advice and take responsi-

bility for your own conduct.

In the short time I have been in the Captain's position it has become patently  obvious to the 
Match Committee & myself that we are not all playing to the rules of the Game in our  
Competitions. We are being told constantly ( 2nd hand )  that a Member does not want to play 
with another because he is a cheat. How the situation has got to this is the fault of every playing 
Member. In a single field of 250 players there are 250 markers & it is their task to ensure the 
score they record is correct. When recording the score you should not have to ask the player 
what he or she has scored YOU SHOULD KNOW. If a player has to take a drop make sure it is 
legal, there are no such things as "give me putts" &  above all markers should be aware of what 
players are doing. If they think a player is breaching the òThe Rulesó refuse to sign their card & 
immediately report them to a member of the Match Committee or the Board. You are not 
"dobbing in" a mate you are reporting a cheat. 
  
There is a quotation on the back page of the Rule book that states the following:- 
òPlay the ball as it lies. Play the course as you find it & if you can't do either do what is fair. But 
to do what is fair you need to know the Rules of Golfõ. 
  
On a lighter note David Grenfell has again done our Club proud by captaining the  Wide Bay & 
South Burnett district to victory in the Queensland District Championships recently held at  
Mt Isa. The next event is to be held on the Sunshine Coast & we will again be represented with 
Matt Gill qualifying for the team with his win in the Sunshine Coast Open & Closed event held 
at Headland GC.

We are still receiving many comments from Members about fellow players not being conversant with the rules. 

We are trying our best to educate Members by putting rules on the Leaderboard; unfortunately we cannot always 

make people read them. In the majority of these cases, the people breaking the rules do not know they are doing 

anything wrong, they simply donõt know the rules. If you see a player in your group do something which does 

not comply with the rules, you need to say something at the time, donõt just ignore it or the player will never 

learn. A good way to get better acquainted with the rules, is to go onto the R&A website, click on Rules of Golf at 

the top of the page then click on Education at the left hand side. At the bottom of the page a simple rule question 

is asked, answer that question and you will be taken to an interactive quiz, where you can choose easy, moderate 

or advanced questions. This is a great way to learn the Rules of Golf in your own home. Finally a reminder about 

the rules governing the Out of Bounds on the 11th Hole. For some reason some of our Members seem to believe 

that the Out of Bounds is only applicable for the Tee shot. This is NOT CORRECT;  the out of Bounds runs the 

entire length of the 11th Hole (Including the Maintenance Shed) and is in play for all shots taken on the hole. If 

anyone has any questions regarding these issues or any other problems with rules etc please feel free to contact 

me, I am always available to assist in any way.   

Last month we entered into a sponsorship agreement with Clive Peeters. The Clive Peeters store is located in the 

Sunshine Homemakers Centre on Maroochydore Road close to Bunnings.

The Spring Course Renovations have finished for another year. A number of the clubs greens 
are over 20 years old. Where does the time go?  

As greens get older they build up with organic matter and this effects the way they play and 
also the rate of drainage especially during periods of wet weather.  

How long does a green last?               

That depends on a number of things.  

How it was built, correct sand, drainage material and fertilizer amendments?  
Was a suitable grass planted for the site? 

 How it was renovated, correct coring,  
 scarifying, topdressing and fertilizer  
 Was enough time allowed to do this renovation?  
 Was it done often enough? 
 Maintenance practices, correct mowing, grooming, dusting.  
 Position of green. Is it being influenced by surrounding vegetation?  
 Has it been invaded by foreign grasses that are difficult to remove? 
 Design; is it big enough for the number of golfers?  

Are bunkers in the correct place and do they contribute to wear areas? 
Climate, are the weather conditions good for growing grass and playing golf.  
Rainfall too much or not enough. - greens to wet for play. 
Quality of irrigation water ð has it affected soil quality.  
 

How long does a green last? DONõT KNOW. 

 At least 20 years in our case. As you can see from the above list, if you donõt follow some 
important guidelines you may be constantly rebuilding greens instead of the inconvenience 
of greens renovation twice a year.  

One thing is certain; if you donõt do any greens renovation and donõt do it properly you will 
have trouble. 

Staff turnover continues to happen. Kirsty Herring left us to take up a 2IC position at Co-
oroy. Heath Judd decided to follow his Dad back to Melbourne.  

We welcome Mitchell Hall a qualified green keeper from Sydney and Jacob Warren who has 
taken up a            geenkeeping apprenticeship. 

We have 3 apprentices on staff at present. 
 
Rainfall for this year so far is little above average. July rainfall was 180mm above average for 
the month. This was followed by a very cold August. Not what the greens desired.  

I would also like to remind members when they see weak areas on fairways especially 
around greens that they try and avoid where possible.  

 

 
 



Some members when playing socially continue to ignore playing from the white markers 
and hit off from the back of the tees. This is poor sportsmanship in my opinion, and is not 
far to the competition paying member.  

Members often ask the staff what they are spraying on the dams. Salvinia molesta a noxious 
weed which by law we must control and eradicate has invaded not only our dam but also 
the water way to the south of us. We are spraying a mixture of Kerosene and Immerse 
which is registered for the control of salvinia on waterways. The council is doing there part 
in controlling the salvinia in the southern dam.
