Director Relocation Tony Nicholson

Not withstanding the deteriorating world financial crisi
main hopeful, if not confident, that we will find a light at the end of the tunnel.

Since last writing to you Babcock & Brown have successfully extended the option agreements on the New Site land
to the end of June of this year which has given us a little more breathing room.

B&B have also canvassed widely to find an assignee for their interest in the project and are still in discussion with
several o0goodo6 prospects. They are keeping us fully inf

A number of Members have asked why potential assignees
following are some of the reasons:-

e The global financial crisis is making boards of large corporations much more cautious before committing to
large long-term investment decisions.

e The crisis is also leading to lower land values and lower demand for property of the type which our exist-
ing site will generate.

e Councildés | atest plan calls for 19.2 hectares of gr e
rail and 1.3 hectares for community and council buildings( i.e. 33.3 hectares or 63% of the site will be for
community or public use). This leaves just 19.8 hectares (37%) of developable land out of the 53.1 hectares
we currently occupy. And some councillors are seeking even more green space!

e The latest estimates for the completion of purchase and construction at the new site is $ 64 million.

e The cost of developing the existing site to a Oobuilc
whilst still being estimated, is of a similar order of magnitude and a partner needs to fund both of these
sums plus membership benefits and compounding interest before any income stream commences.

o |f these economic considerations are not difficult enough potential assignees are now faced with the uncer-
tainty of development approvals as a result of the recent farcical actions of Council. Council staff have been
developing plans for the CBD from well before our vote to relocate in September 2006. For some councillors
to suggest that they have not had time to evaluate the plans and discuss them with constituents seems to-
tally unreasonable. Plans very similar to those currently on public display have been available to councillors
and the public for most of the period since 2006.

e Media reports which, if correct, indicate that key Councillors have not been attending briefings by Council
staff on the progressive development of the CBD plans.

e A further complication is the early calling of the State elections which means that the decisions required
from State authorities will be further delayed until after the elections.

Whilst it is difficult to be optimistic in the light of the above we are still of the belief that the Club and the commu-
nity is best served by our relocation proceeding. We are also buoyed by potential assignee comments that the site
does have longterm attraction to them.

Other matters:-

e Prior to the release of the Maroochydore Centre Position Paper neither the Club nor B&B were aware of the
road network change made by Council staff which impacted on Anne and Kane Courts and Sugar Road
North. At the time the issue was raised publicly B&B were evaluating the impacts of those changes.

e The divisional Councillor at no time attempted to discuss these changes with us.

e B&B believe that there is now only one outstanding Council Planning issue with the New Site (water reten-
tion times in the lakes) and are hopeful of resolving this in joint consultant meetings next week.

e The next milestones will be when Council reconvenes on the CBD issue, when they receive the New Site
proposal (now expected to be early April) and the 31 st March when the next tranche of Membership fees are
due.

Despite all of this we are still basing our planning on being at the New Site in April 2011 !!

We will continue to update you whenever there is a significant development and again thank the overwhelming
majority of Members who have offered expressions of support for the work which is being done.

Course Report Rod Smith

There has been some criticism from members regarding
the recent minor greens renovations. The greens because of
their age require regular maintenance to reduce root and
foliage overgrowth from our more typical hot, wet sum-

mer. The greens receive a major renovation in October and
a smaller one in late February each year. Renovations re-
quire scarifying and a degree of coring with associated fer-
tilizing and top dressing. Over the last few years these two
components have been separated by a month or so to mini-
mize the recovery time of the grass and provide less pro-
longed disruption to the playability of the greens. Without
renovation the greens would become unmanageable dur-
ing the colder months when new growth slows. Most other
clubs have also renovated their greens recently.

There will be some coring/ scarifying and top dressing
planned for early April. For a detailed explanation please
see the Course Superintendents article in this newsletter. |
am happy to discuss this issue with any members.

The exclusion zone initiative has received mostly positive
feedback although some members feel the lines should be
further from the greens. This will occur as the colder
weather approaches and the lines will be moved to protect
wear areas as they appear. There is significant wear devel-
oping adjacent to paths next to tees such as 8 and 9. Please
ensure that you park your cart on the path and not beside it
when you walk back to the green. It is only a matter of a

few feet but it makes a big difference. | thank members for
their cooperation but re-state that there is a zero tolerance
policy for failing to obey the exclusion zones If members
repeatedly breach the rule after being warned once discipli-
nary action will be used.

A new fixed front gate is being installed after the tempo-
rary structure was demolished recently. The gate will be
locked at night by the last departing staff and will be

opened when the pro shop staff arrives in the mornings.

As can be seen from the above, we are on track as at 31712 to deliver the planned trading outcome. This of course includes a

range of individual items that, through either their improved or deteriorated activity, has added to the almost $50,000 im-

provement. A worrying trend is the consistent budgetary shortfall in Bar, Social & Gaming income, together with variable

returns from Visitor & Practice facilities. A possible explanation is the worsening economic conditions we are presently
experiencing. Given that this will most probably continue to
expenditure, to allow us to squirrel away some funds for future trading periods where the income stream may not meet our

required operating costs. Further, we are not attracting the new members that we have planned for, which will further im-

pact on future operations.

It is interesting to note our position in comparison to the other major private operating Golf Clubs in our
area. Clearly a range of membership fees and charges are considerably lower than our Golfing
neighbors. When you factor in the high quality of our golfing facilities, we certainly have the best golfing
package available in this area.

The following is an excerpt from a recent comparison between local Golf Clubs.

A quick review of the above table shows that, say looking at Club B, with a membership that represents 77% of ours; they
raise 15% more in Membership income than we do. Similar results can be seen from the other comparisons, for example
our average Bar Sales per Month (calculated over Adult Members) is $36, whilst using Club C for comparison they gener-
ate at the rate of $58 per Adult member. The high activity on our course (1,100 competition rounds per week) is a direct
contributor to the cost of maintenance and course presentation, an area where the Board will not diminish its attention
and financial support.

It is fair to say that in terms of providing value for money, we compare more than favorably with our neighbors. Prudent
budgeting and planning for future income flows will be required to ensure we maintain this edge.

What a great summer for growing couch grass, warm, humid and just when it dries out, it rains. Great if you
have a home lawn mowing run. It will certainly provide you with plenty of work.

What if you manage a golf course?

Great if you need to grow grass in areas worn out by winter traffic.

Great if you get a little disease, it grows out very quickly.

There is a down side.

Mow fairways at least twice a week compared to once a fortnight during winter.
The rough requires constant mowing.

Scalping occurs and looks untidy.

Greens grow a lot more grass and become slow and spongy.

I keep hearing the comment oO0Why does he keep tearing urg
| have explained in previous communications that our greens are getting older and are building up organic mat-
ter in the top layer of the green. If left, this will cause considerable damage in the future.

A good putting surface needs to have the grass growing as close to the soil surface as possible. When we cut the
greens we remove some of the leaf from the surface of the plant.

The grass plant is not only growing new and longer leaves on the surface but is also growing stolons and rhi-
zomes from underneath the plant and pushing the surface higher.

The stolons grow between the soil surface and the putting green surface. The rhizomes grow just below the
ground surface.

There are also considerable grass clippings that dondt
build up in the grass canopy.

Dethatching, vertimowing, scarifying, grooming and sometimes scalping are all names that describe the method
of removing the vegetation (thatch) that accumulates underneath the grass surface.

Coring will also remove some of this vegetation along with some soil.

Removal of this build up is a must.

| refer you to a bowling green renovation where the surface is pretty much the same (probably better if | am hon-
est).

When they do a renovation it is scalped back to the surface and the green is closed for at least six weeks. Imagine
that.

When we do a renovation people want to play on it whilst we are doing it.

We have to employ a different method of removal because

We employ the little and often method and try as best we can, to fit in and around major events and also the
weather. It is not easy and sometimes it is not the way you would like it, but it must be done.

Most of the above is done during the warmer months, because being a warm season grass that is when we get
most growth. Depending upon what sort of season we experience (heat humidity, rainfall) depends on what we
have to do to the greens.

This summer 2008/09 | believe is like a summer of old, very different to last year.

| hope this goes some way to explaining what we do. Believe me we are not trying to annoy all golfers as some
suggest.

Golf Tip of the Month

Bunkers shots are regarded amongst club golfers as one of the most difficult shots in golf. Here are just a couple
of tips to help you get out of the sand easier. Firstly, ball position is critical to getting out of sand. The club needs
to enter the sand approx 2-3 inches behind ball. With the natural bottom being around the middle of our stance, it
is important to position the ball forward of this spot. Position the ball just inside left heel, this will ensure you
strike sand first if you make a nice balanced swing. Secondly, you need to open clubface at address. Imagine the
grooves of the club extend through the heel of the club, you need to open club enough so that the extended lines
just pass to the outside of left foot at address. Thirdly, a lot of golfers tend to quit on bunkers shots so a great drill
to help overcome this is to set up in greenside bunker, take your address position remembering the above men-
tioned and swing club and try to get sand to land on green. Keep swinging until you can get sand to land on the
green every swing. You will notice that to achieve this you are completing your follow through. Now place a ball
in the bunker and keeping the same thought of getting san
these tips will improve your game!
