Chairman’s Annual Report 2009 
 
It has indeed been a year of great change. As with any change made in any aspect of life, there are 
many adjustments. I would like to thank all the members, committees and sub committees for their 
patience and support as these changes have been implemented. There is no doubt I have a greater 
appreciation for member’s of past boards, who have had the strength to push forward with projects 
such as our club house, ignoring the “knockers” and implementing projects they believed in their hearts 
would put the club in a much better position for the future. 
 
The first change I refer to is the purchase and implementation of the computer system. This was a 2-
year process and much debate and research was done at board level. After some initial resistance and 
well-founded wariness from board members and club members, the green light was finally given with 
most in support of the project. The system came into full operation on October 1 and at the time of 
writing the majority of members are suitably impressed with the results and I am sure many more will 
be over the next 2 or 3 years as the full extent of the systems benefits both financially and operationally 
are realised.  
 
The second change is tinged with sadness with the passing of 2 great club servants in our Greens 
Director and Vice Chairman Ron Baxter and Helen Barchard who served on both the Match and Ladies 
committees. Both are still sorely missed and many tributes have been expressed over the year, and 
rightfully so. 
 
Financially it has been a tough year. Extraordinary costs such as new government fees and equipment 
unexpectedly breaking down, which are impossible to precisely budget for. Along with a couple of 
months of wet weather these costs have really made our more than capable Finance Director and Club 
Manager age a little more than they probably should have this year. After speaking to many other 
clubs, we have faired better than most. 
 
What does the coming year hold for us? The board will endeavour to continue the improvements to the 
course, which have been started over the past few years. We will continue with the machinery program, 
which was a commitment that 2 pieces of our 10 major pieces of machinery that we need to maintain 
our course will be upgraded each year. Our Greens Superintendent Gavin Lindsay along with our 
Greens Director and Greens Committee will advise the board on which 2 machines they would like to 
be upgraded this coming year. The fairway renovation program started this year, which includes 
liming, scoring and fertilising, the reestablishment of the 15th, the drainage program for the bunkers, the 
concrete buggy paths, the transformation of the 13th hole and the new fairway watering system are all 
projects over and above the normal greens duties that have begun and we as a board are committed to 
finishing these projects as funds and man hours become available.  
 
As promised at the setting of the fees meeting, the social green fees have been increased and we will 
continue to monitor these fees this year. We have also increased visitors competition fees and these 
extra funds will along with the extra funds generated by the computer system allow us to complete the 
projects mentioned above in a faster time frame, without extra financial burden to the members. 
 
I would like to personally thank my fellow board member’s, full time staff, committee members and 
any other volunteers for the many hours that are put into our club, let me assure you, without your 
commitment, we would not survive. I wish you all very merry Christmas and a safe and healthy 2010.

(Course Superintendent) and his Greens staff.  Once again Mother Nature has been her unpredictable 
self, with above average rainfall being received during the following months; - 
April - 331mm.  
May - 414.5mm – with 371mm falling in 2 days (19th & 20th), this resulted in the 17th bridge being 
underwater up to the top rail. 
June – 156mm. 
The average for these months is between 80 – 100mm. 
This had an effect all around the course, especially the greens, which are now starting to get back to 
where they should be. 
 
Feb 2009 saw the passing of the then Greens Director - Ron Baxter. Ron’s dedication could not be 
questioned and his contribution will be long remembered by the current Board, Greens Committee and 
members. In memory of Ron’s efforts a garden has been constructed at the 4th tee toilet block and the 
family has donated a seat, which has been placed at the 5th tee.  
 
Two new pieces of machinery were purchase this year as part of the Five Year rolling program. 

1. new Bobcat replacing the previous bobcat that was purchased in 1999. 
2. new Bunker Rake machine. 

 



As part of the renovations to the 15th hole caused by the water pipeline a new Ladies tee was constructed 
by the Greens staff.  They will also continue to do remedial works over the summer to the fairway, this 
will include top dressing and fertilizing.

FINANCE REPORT 2009 
 

We managed to get to the end of the year and achieve a positive result after a very lean couple of 
months in May and June caused by the wet weather. The months of August and September saw some 
recovery in trading and this has resulted in trading income being in line with last year. 
 
Our total income of $2,004,631 included amounts received in relation to the Northern Pipeline. This 
was made up of 2 components, $22,650 as compensation and $59,579 to meet restoration work finally 
received in March and April respectively. 
 
The audited net profit for the year achieved $33,292. 
 
Income across the various areas of operation, at best just matched what was achieved last year. Bar 
sales were steady, up by just 2.4%. Members competition fees and casual golf fees were basically the 
same. Subscriptions were down by $5,894 which was 1.6%. Even the pokies struggled a little with 
income falling short by 1.9% compared to the 2008 result. The most notable reduction however was in 
income received for advertising, down to just $10,771 as our business supporters reduced their 
spending given the economic environment. 
 
Expenses are always a challenge to control, but in some areas we don’t get much of a say as per the 
following examples. Affiliation Fees were up in the year by 29.3%. Council and Government fees and 
permits more than doubled to $11,149 as new and increased costs were introduced. We also had a 
rough year with repairs and maintenance, this cost being up 44% on 2008. 
 
Having said all that we were still able to meet all our finance commitments as they fell due. Major 
purchases for the year for the course included new machinery, a bobcat purchased for $42,500 less a 
trade of $13,000, the net amount of $29,500 financed over a 5 year term and a new bunker rake and 
attachments, $23,400 financed over 4 years. 
 
Of course a major focus during the year was our computer system. The cost of this was $78,135 plus an 
upgrade to existing server of $6,542. This was funded and paid for via an increase and rearrangement 
of the clubhouse building loan last year. The monthly repayment commitment resulted in an improved 
cash flow for the club and maintained the original loan term due to expire in June 2014, less than 5 
years away. 
 



The major benefit of this system is in the back office accounting and stock control. The implementation 
of the rewards programme is designed to benefit cash flow and profitability of the club and the early 
signs since the introduction in October are that this will definitely be the case. 
 
Finance commitments repaid during the year were 2 commitments on poker machines, taken out in 
2006 when the number of machines was increased from 20 to 30. As can be seen from the financial 
results, the poker machines provide a significant profit to the club. 
 
Considering the environment around us, I think the club has done well to achieve what it has in 2009. 
After the changes that have been made recently it is with some confidence I look forward to a 
profitable 2010. 
 
Again my role is made that much easier by the support received from Brett and Lynne. Thanks to them 
and all those that have had input to the results achieved for 2009.

Caboolture Senior Golfers Sub-Committee. 
 

President’s Report 2009. 
 
In writing and submitting my 3rd Annual Report for the Seniors I do so with some apprehension and 
mixed feelings. Whilst I am confident that we as a Committee have been successful in catering for the 
needs of our members I, and I presume others, have some concerns about the decline in the numbers 
taking part in weekly events. Unfortunately this decline has become more pronounced in recent weeks. 
Our average weekly attendance for the year has been 76 with a high of 96 when we had a visiting Club. 
 
As I have stated in a previous report my aim, on assuming the Presidency, along with that of our then 
Captain Ron Baxter, was to further promote Seniors Golf within our Club; in other words increase our 
playing numbers.  

 
In seeking answers for the decline all of the following have been put forward as possible reasons:  
 

·  Ill health and operations etc. 
·  Financial downturn combined with rising fuel costs. (Some members travel from as far a field 

as the northern suburbs of Brisbane. 
·  Some regulars did not renew their membership for 2009, whilst others transferred to other clubs 

or decided not to play on a regular basis. 
·  Our unsuccessful attempt to negotiate a shot gun start with Redcliffe Social Club, even on a 

trial basis. 
·  Our unsuccessful attempt to negotiate a reciprocal arrangement with Woodford, in relation to 

fees, on Senior golf days only. 
·  The recent introduction of a $20 fee for visitors. 

 
Personally I believe all of the above, in varying degrees, are contributing factors with the recent 
introduction of the $20 fee for visitors being a knock out blow. We must be competitive and never 
under estimate the value of the Seniors to our Club. To put it in simple mathematical terms 10 x $10 is 
a far better result than 0 x $20 especially when you add in bar, bistro and raffle ticket sales. I would 
like to think that some of the above decisions could be revisited in 2010 to stall off any further decline 
in our ranks as has occurred since the payment of fees in October. 
 
The death of our Captain, Ron Baxter, early in the year was a great loss to the Club and a devastating 
blow to the Seniors. Whilst Ron was passionate about his position as Greens Director he could not have 
been more dedicated to and supportive of the promotion and welfare of the Seniors. The completion of 
his Memorial Garden in recent weeks is a fine tribute in recognition of his services to our Club. I shall 
give this garden my personal attention. 
 
Our operations as a Sub-Committee came under intense scrutiny late in 2008 and during 2009. 
Scrutiny, the like of which, we had never been subjected to before. The scrutiny may have been 
constitutionally correct but in the eyes of the Committee it was neither necessary or productive, in fact 
it was demoralizing to a dedicated group of members who after all are a team of volunteers with the 
best interests of the Club at heart.  
 



To be able to extend invitations to more Clubs to visit Caboolture would be highly beneficial both 
financially and socially. Being restricted to one Shot Gun Start per month however gives limited 
opportunity for such arrangements to be made as in many cases that 1st Tuesday of the month does not 
fit in with their home and away program. To arrange visits on Time Sheet Days is neither satisfactory 
to them or us especially from a social point of view. 
 
Our Working Bees for 2009 have been few in number but our members are ever ready to respond when 
those dollars become available. Two concrete paths, one at the 15th and one at the 16th plus the planting 
and mulching of the Ron Baxter Memorial Garden being our major achievements. We extend our 
thanks to Ray Beach who has so competently taken over the role as leader of our concreting team and 
Clay James who is ever ready to give of his assistance with these paths. 
 
This year we greatly appreciated the generosity of Drummond Golf in donating six golf balls each 
week for second shots to various greens for the three grades. This has been an added attraction to our 
weekly event and we thank President Terry for his kind gesture.
