      (AEST) on FRIDAY 9 APRIL 2010. 

 

1. THE NEW (‘ROLLING SAMPLE’) METHOD FOR CALCULATING AN  

   AUSTRALIAN MEN’S HANDICAP OR AN AUSTRALIAN WOMEN’S HANDICAP 

From 9 April 2010, Australian Handicaps will be calculated from a rolling sample of the player‟s previous 

20 scores. If a player‟s handicap record contains a lesser number than 20scores, the number of scores 

used to calculate the player‟s handicap will be made according to a scale provided to the handicapper.  

Once a player‟s handicap record contains 20 scores, the next score they return will result in the oldest of 

the existing 20 scores being removed (to be replaced by the new score). Hence, the handicap record is 

considered to be a „rolling sample‟ of the player‟s scores. 

2. REMOVE DAILY COURSE RATING COMPONENT (ie C.C.R.) OF  

AUSTRALIAN HANDICAPPING SYSTEMS 

Women‟s CCR has not operated in Australia since the decision was taken by Golf Australia to suspend its 

operation from 1 October 2007.  The existing women‟s regulation regarding tee-up through the green will 

apply “When Tee Up “through the green” applies, the AMCR must be reduced by 2 strokes”. 

3. MISCELLANEOUS HANDICAPPING ACTIONS 

1. Player Fails to Return Score Card ** 

Miscellaneous Golf Link handicapping functions which Golf Link will process quite differently even 

though they will be operated only If a player fails (for a reason which is not approved by the committee in 

charge of the competition) to post an acceptable score as soon as practicable after completion of their 

round, the following process should be followed: 

The round is to be recorded in Golf Link with the status of „No Score – Not Approved‟. 

However, if the Committee considers the player is most likely to have had a „good‟ score, it should NOT 

use the „No Score – Not Approved‟ option. Instead it should enter a score for the player for that round 

equivalent to the best differential of the player‟s most recent (before the penalty score is added)  

 Editor:  there are more detailed regulations in relation to this option—these will be acted 

upon in dividual circumstances 

2. Re-assessment of Handicaps  

Clubs and State Associations should continue to exactly follow the existing regulations and procedures 

which apply to the re-assessment of a player‟s Australian Handicap. 

3. Allocating an Initial Handicap to a New Player (or to a player who does not 

currently have a handicap record) ** 

There will be no alteration to the existing initial-card regulations which relate to the capping of a player’s 

individual hole scores.  HOWEVER, the First Package of Changes includes a requirement to change the 

way in which an initial handicap is calculated. 

** Editor:  The information provided above is a synopsis of the regulations and rulings.  There are far 

more detailed rules which are required to meet the requirements outlined.

RULE OF THE MONTH 

Q.  I have played my 2nd shot from the 3rd fairway into the hazard marked with red 

stakes on the right hand side of the fairway at Horton Park.  Upon locating my ball (Point 

A)in the hazard I have elected to play my ball as it lies.  Having played my 3rd stroke 

from the hazard, the ball has hit a tree within the hazard and has come to rest in the 

water in the same hazard, and is now unplayable (Point X)   What options do I now 

have? 

Option 1. Under rule 26-2a (i) Under the penalty of one stroke I may drop a ball at point 

A and play from there ï playing 5.  If however after dropping my ball I deem it unplayable 

I may under the addition of another one stroke penalty proceed under rule 26-1b or 26-

1c.(I would be playing 6) 

Option 2. Under rule 26-1c under the penalty of one stroke I may drop a ball 2 club 

lengths from where my ball last crossed the hazard line (in this case this would be 

where my 2nd shot originally crossed the hazard line), playing 5. 

Option 3. Under rule 26-2a(iii) under the penalty of one stroke I may drop a ball as near 

as possible at the spot where I played my 2nd shot before it crossed the hazard, playing 5
