GOLF RULE....

Option with an unplayable bunker shot:

You've hit a shot you thought was going to be a
great shot and it has come up just 30cm short
and finished plugged right under the lip of the
bunker.

What are your options if you choose not to play
it?

You are entitled to three options, with the
addition of a penalty shot for each.

1. You can first of all drop the ball where
you played the previous shot from.

2. You can drop the ball within two club
lengths of where the ball may lay,( in
the bunker) no closer to the hole.

3. You can drop the ball in the bunker,

keeping the point of where it lay
between you and the flag.—this is the
preferred option as it allows you to
receive a reasonable lie and stance
with a good chance of still make a short
putt for a bogey.

It sometimes pays to bank on making a soft
bogey rather than risking something worse by
attempting to play the impossible shot.

Golf is a compromise between what your ego wants you to do, what experience tells you to do, and what your nerves let you do!

Definition: Provisional Ball

A previsional ball' ' is a ball p 12 foyaebdll that mdyber/ostR
outside a water hazard or may be out of bounds.

definition criteria for a provisional ball.
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27-2. Provisional Ball
a. Procedure

If a ball may be /lost outside a water hazard or may be out of bounds, to save
time the player may play another ball provisionally in accordance with Rule
27

1.The player must inform his opponent in match play or his marker or a fellow
-competitor in stroke play that he intends to play a provisional ball, and he
must play it before he or his partner goes forward to search for the original
ball.

If he fails to do so and plays another ball, that ball is not a provisional ball and
becomes the ball in play under penalty of stroke and distance (Rule 27-1);
the original ball is /ost.

(Order of play from teeing ground — see Rule 10-3)

Note: If a provisional ball played under Rule 27-2a might be lost outside a
water hazard or out of bounds, the player may play another provisional ball. If
another provisional ball is played, it bears the same relationship to the
previous provisional ball as the first provisional ball bears to the original ball.

b.When Provisional Ball Becomes Ball in Play

The player may play a provisional ball until he reaches the place where the
original ball is likely to be. If he makes a stroke with the provisional ball from
the place where the original ball is likely to be or from a point nearer the hole
than that place, the original ball is lost and the provisional ball becomes the
ball in play under penalty of stroke and distance (Rule 27-1).

If the original ball is lost outside a water hazard or is out of bounds, the
provisional ball becomes the ball in play, under penalty of stroke and distance
(Rule 27-1). If it is known or virtually certain that the original ball is in a water
hazard, the player must proceed in accordance with Rule 26-1.

Exception: If it is known or virtually certain that the original ball is in an
obstruction (Rule 24-3) or an abnormal ground condition (Rule 25-1c), the
player may proceed under the applicable Rule.

c.When Provisional Ball to be Abandoned

If the original ball is neither lost nor out of bounds, the player must abandon
the provisional ball and continue play with the original ball. If he makes any
further strokes at the provisional ball, he is playing a wrong ball and the
provisions of Rule 15-3 apply.
