It has been another wet start to the year but not 
quite as bad as last year so far. 
The new greens 1 & 13 are now in play with 
the white stakes around the green meaning  
anywhere in this area is preferred lie.  
It would be appreciated if buggies could be 
kept outside this area where possible.  
You may have also noticed the different grass 
used around the outside of the greens.  
This is Zoysia ZT11 it has been used as it 
stands out from the green & the edge is easily 
identified. It isn’t as aggressive as couch so we 
shouldn’t have encroachment of couch in the 
greens causing them to get smaller.  
We have also put this around the edge of the 
18th green. 
The older 328 grass greens are beginning to 
suffer as they normally do this time of the year 
due to the high humidity & the high rainfall.  
We are doing as much as we can to keep 
grass on them as long as possible.  
This is why the greens are quite slow at the 
moment, as we have raised the cutting height 
to reduce stress on them.

GOLF TIP 
 

(For chip shots up to three meters  
from edge of the green} 

 
No feel or control around the green?  
Hitting your chip shots too hard or too soft? 
The problem could be with using too much wrist  
action. Using too much wrist action in these delicate 
shots will prevent you from having any control. 
Try this…… when gripping the club in your left hand 
{right hand for left hand players} place the grip in the 
hollow of your palm. Do not place it across your  
fingers as in a normal grip. 
This grip will initially feel uncomfortable but it will  
reduce any wrist action in the shot creating more  
control and accuracy. The other benefit is that you 
will develop more arm action in the shot as com-
pared to a wristy action. 
Club selection will depend on the length of the shot. 
Longer chip shots use a 5, 6 or 7 iron. Shorter shots 
use an 8 or 9 iron.
